Help your child to record every book read this summer—even
books that are not included on the summer reading list. Also, know the reading level of your
student to sustain independent reading.

When you are selecting books with
your child, review the age recommendations for the books at your local library- see list below or
bookseller if you are unsure about which titles to choose.

Finally, an assignment is provided to help guide purposeful reading and engagement with the

text.

The assignment is due by Tuesday, September 15, 2026 and will count as a project grade for
the Marking Period 1.
